Overview

The Registered Dental Hygienist will be under the direct supervision of the dentist. The
dental hygienist functions to aid the dentist to provide dental services. This position
has the potential to be full time based on the dental hygienist’s performance and
experience.

Dental Hygienist Duties
e Clean and remove stains, plaque, and tartar from teeth
e Complete probing depths and enter findings in the electronic dental records
e Apply fluoride and sealants for tooth protection
e Take dental radiographs as needed
e Complete electronic records at the end of appointment for each patient seen
e Document treatment plans and care performed on patients
e Examine each patient's oral health and communicate findings to dentists
e Educate patients on how to care for their teeth with good oral hygiene,

including proper brushing and flossing

e Educate patients on treatment needed

Patient Scheduling & Charting

Schedules appointments using the dental appointment software Open Dental.
Provides patient eligibility screening utilizing eligibility software.

Processes patient periodontal referrals as necessary

Assist with insurance verification duties as needed for referrals

Infection Control and Sterilization
e Performs infection control and instrument sterilization according to dental
policies and procedures.
e Performs weekly biologic monitoring.

Supply Inventory Control and Equipment Maintenance
e Performs inventory and requisition of supplies as assigned ensuring minimal
supply levels are maintained.
e Performs regular preventative equipment maintenance as required.

General Duties
e Completes assignments as assigned.
e Participates in staff meetings and trainings.
e Participates in keeping common areas of dental office clean.




e Performs other duties as assigned.
